ROXBURGH SPORTS COUNCIL

CONSTITUTION

1.
NAME


The name of the organisation shall be “ROXBURGH SPORTS COUNCIL” 
(hereinafter referred to as “The Sports Council”).

2.
MISSION STATEMENT

To co-ordinate and promote sport and recreational activities in the Roxburgh area by encouraging wider participation and by assisting recreational activity and those in pursuit of excellence.

3.
OBJECTIVES

The objects of the Sports Council shall be:-

(i) To encourage promote interest and participation in sport in the Roxburgh area.


(ii)
To co-ordinate the work of the various sporting and recreational interests in 

the Roxburgh area both generally and in relation to specific projects.


(iii)
To examine the available sporting and recreational facilities in the 



Roxburgh area as against current and anticipated needs and to make 


recommendations to Scottish Borders Council and any other appropriate body 

from time to time in this regard.


(iv)
To promote sports competitions, championships and any other social events as 

considered desirable.


(v)
To assist sporting and recreational bodies within the Roxburgh area by 


organising courses and displays designed to improve personal performance 

and to provide training for coaches, judges, leaders and referees.


(vi)
To assist in the formation of sports clubs and recreational organisations where 

none exists or where the existing clubs are unable to fulfil current needs.

(vii)
To operate a scheme of revenue grant aid in respect of local sports clubs either members, and individuals of recognised sporting ability.

(viii)
To make recommendations in respect of applications by local sports clubs and organisations for capital grant aid.

(ix)
To encourage with the assistance of the Scottish Borders Council Education Department and Local Schools, school pupils and school leavers to take up sporting and recreational pursuits.


(x) 
To receive reports and recommendations from sporting and recreational 


organisations on all matters concerning sport and to take appropriate action 

thereon.


(xi)
To publish and distribute, as considered desirable, up-to-date information of 

sporting and recreational activities, facilities and organisations.


(xii)
To liaise with sportscotland, the local authority and any other relevant bodies

on all matters related to the development of sport and recreation in the 


Roxburgh area.

(xiii)
To further the foregoing objectives by organising such activities, identifying funding and taking such other action as deemed appropriate by the Sports Council.

NOTES:

(a)
For the purpose of defining the objectives of the Sports Council, the term ‘sport(s) 
and recreational activity’ should be recognised as including all such sports and 
physical recreational pursuits as may be recognised as such by sportscotland.


The Sports Council shall be non-political, non-sectarian and non-denominational and 
shall not discriminate on the grounds of sex, sexual orientation, race or physical or 
learning disability.

4.
AFFILIATION


(i)
All sports clubs and recreational organisations directly concerned with sport in 

the Roxburgh area may apply for affiliation to the Sports Council, which 


shall retain the right to reject any applications or to withdraw affiliation on any 

grounds which to them appears reasonable.  Each affiliated club and 


organisation shall pay an annual affiliation fee of such amount as may be 


determined by Sports Council at its Annual General Meeting in each year, and 

such fees shall be payable on application or immediately after the Annual 


General Meeting.


(ii)
The membership of any Club or Organisation, which has not been renewed for 

two consecutive years will be deemed to have lapsed.  It will be necessary for 

such Clubs to make a fresh application for membership and their status, if and 

when such an application is approved will thereon be as a new Member.

5.
MEMBERSHIP


Membership of the Sports Council shall consist of:-


(i)
one representative of each club or organisation affiliated to the Sports Council.


(ii)
four elected members of the Scottish Borders Council


(iii)
one representative of the sportscotland.


(iv)
such other individual members as the Sports Council, through the Executive 

Committee, may decide to appoint.

6.
OFFICE BEARERS

(i)
The Office Bearers shall consist of the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, (ex officio - who shall be appointed from within the Department of Leisure and Recreation), and Treasurer (ex officio - who shall be appointed from within the Finance department), who shall retire at the Annual General Meeting of the Sports Council, but who shall be eligible for re-election.


(ii)
Elected Office Bearers shall relinquish any representative role of membership 

on behalf of affiliated bodies, new representatives being appointed in their 


place.


(iii)
The Secretary and the Treasurer shall be an official of Scottish Borders 


Council, but shall have no voting rights. 

7.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The day-to-day work of the Sports Council shall be carried on by an Executive 

Committee comprising:-


(a)
the Office Bearers of the Sports Council,


(b)
the representatives of Scottish Borders Council appointed to the Sports 


Council


(c)
one representative of the sportscotland (ex officio)


(d)
such members of the Sports Council representing separate sports as the 


Council may determine at its Annual General Meeting, which number 


shall be not less than 7


(e)
The Executive Committee shall have the power to appoint such 



persons as it deems necessary and will have the power to fill vacancies 


therein between Annual General Meetings, but always maintaining the 


foregoing categories of membership

8.
MEETINGS

The Chairman, whom failing, the Vice-Chairman, shall preside over all meetings of the Sports Council and the Executive Committee.  In the absence of both the Chairman and the Vice-Chairman those present, shall appoint one of their number to preside.

The Annual General Meeting of the Sports Council shall be held between 31st 

March and 31st July of each year.


The Quorum for the meeting of the Sports Council shall be one quarter of the 

Total Membership and for the meetings of the Executive Committee 6.


All meetings of the Sports Council, and meetings of the  Executive Committee 

shall be called by the Honorary Secretary and 14 days notice in writing shall 

be given as to the time and place thereof and the business to be considered in 

so far as is known in the case of meetings of the Sports Council and 7 days 

notice in the case of meetings of the Executive Committee.


Meetings of Sub-Committees of the Executive Committee shall be called by 

the Honorary Secretary or by the Convenors of such Sub Committees as may 

be agreed between them.


A Special General Meeting of the Sports Council shall be held if requisitioned 

by the Chairman, or by any 6 separate members of the affiliated clubs or 


organisations, by letter in writing addressed to the Honorary Secretary and 

stating the nature of the business proposed to be considered at such meeting.  

Any Special General Meeting of the Sports Council so requisitioned shall be 

called within 14 days of receipt by the Honorary Secretary of such requisition.


Meetings of the Sports Council shall be called by notices addressed as far as 

possible to affiliated clubs and organisations and individual members as 


appropriate and meetings of the Executive Committee and Sub Committees 

thereof by notices addressed to the individual members thereof.

Voting at meetings of the Sports Council shall be on the basis of one vote per member per affiliated club or organisation present, and one vote per elected representative present from Scottish Borders Council.  The Chairperson shall have a casting vote as well as a deliberate vote.


Voting at meetings of the Executive Committee shall be on the basis of one 

vote per member present, excepting the ex officio members.  The Chairperson 

shall have a casting vote as well as a deliberate vote.


Facilities for meetings of the Sports Council and the Executive Committee 

will be granted by Scottish Borders Council.

9.
FINANCE


a)
Proper books of accounts shall be kept by the Honorary Treasurer who shall 

be responsible for advising the Sports Council on all financial matters 


affecting the Sports Council’s activities.


b)
The Sports Council’s financial year shall be from 1st April to 31st March.


c)
The Sports Council may receive grants from Scottish Borders Council for 


general or specific purposes, at the discretion of Scottish Borders Council.


d)
Monies received on behalf of the Sports Council shall be paid into a bank 


account in the name of Roxburgh Sports Council at a bank approved by the 

Executive Committee.


e)
All cheques drawn against the Sports Council’s account shall be signed by 


any TWO of the following: Honorary Treasurer, Secretary, Chairperson or 


Vice-Chairperson.


f)
At each meeting of the Executive Committee, the Honorary Treasurer shall 

produce a financial statement showing the cumulative position and 



intermissions since the last statement.


g)
The Executive Committee may authorise expenditure out of the Sports 


Council’s funds for the furtherance of the objects of the Sports Council.


h)
An audited Statement of Accounts for the year preceding shall be presented 

to the Sports Council at each Annual General Meeting.

10.
GRANTS


The Sports Council may make grants of a revenue nature to affiliated clubs, 

organisations and individuals, and the Executive Committee shall have the 

power to decide whether or not a grant is to be made and the amount thereof.  



Where necessary the criteria for Grant Aid shall be reviewed at an AGM or EGM on a recommendation from the retiring executive committee.  The criteria so reviewed and agreed upon by at least two thirds of the voting members present shall be adopted for future years until such time as the standing executive committee deem that a further review is required.

11.
WINDING UP


The Sports Council shall not be wound up except by a resolution carried by a 

majority of two-thirds of those members present and voting at a Special 


General Meeting of the afore-mentioned Sports Council called for the purpose.  

In the event of the Sports Council being wound up, all the funds of the Sports 

Council shall be handed to the Council, together with recommendations for the 

disposal of  the same.

12.
AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION

The Constitution of the Sports Council shall not be amended except by resolution carried by a majority of two thirds of those present and voting at an Annual General Meeting of the Sports Council and similar voting at a Special General Meeting of the Sports Council.  The terms of any proposed amendment to the Constitution shall be issued in full along with the notice calling any such Special General Meeting.
