Children Level 2 Coaching Young Footballers £45 £21 Clubs must be actively working towards an award to be eligible 
for coach education support.  Any Club who is accredited and is 
not actively working towards an award will not be entitled 
towards to reduced costs (with the exception of Development 
and Community Status Clubs who have reached their potential)  

Children Level 3 Coaching in the Game £50 £22 Clubs must be actively working towards an award to be eligible 
for coach education support.  Any Club who is accredited and is 
not actively working towards an award will not be entitled 
towards to reduced costs (with the exception of Development 
and Community Status Clubs who have reached their potential) 

Children Level 4 Children’s Award £190 £95 The Club must be progressing to Community Status within the 
year and must be approved by the Regional Club Development

Youth Level 2 Coaching Youth Footballers £45 £21 Clubs must be actively working towards an award to be eligible 
for coach education support.  Any Club who is accredited and is 
not actively working towards an award will not be entitled 
towards to reduced costs (with the exception of Development 
and Community Status Clubs who have reached their potential) 

Youth Level 3 Coaching in the Game £50 £22 Clubs must be actively working towards an award to be eligible 
for coach education support.  Any Club who is accredited and is 
not actively working towards an award will not be entitled 
towards to reduced costs (with the exception of Development
