MINUTE OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The Minute of the previous meeting held on Monday 31st March 2008 was submitted and approved. 
3. MATTERS ARISING
3.1
JAMES MCLEAN TRUST QUIZ

The 2008 James McLean Trust club will be a single round open to all 4 sports Councils, the event is to be staged on the 20th March 2009 at Melrose Rugby Club, the prize money is £250 for each club.
3.2 SALSC GYMNASTICS EVENT
The Gymnastics trip to Langholm for Earlston and Peebles Clubs is to be staged on the 10th August, each Sports Council has been asked to contribute to the cost of hiring the bus.

TREASURERS REPORT
The Treasurer reported on the transactions of the Sports Council since the date of the last meeting, the overall balance for disbursement was recorded as £41,894, within this balance was the annual grant from Scottish Borders Council which totalled £31,532.
The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for his comprehensive written and verbal reports.

The Secretary intimated that the Borders Sports Development Group and the 4 Sports Council Web site project had progressed significantly since the date of the last meeting, the funding had been secured.
The 5 sites were under construction and the Borders Sports Development Group would be the first site to give live in 6 weeks time.

TARGET SPORTS UPDATE
6.1 COACHING NETWORK DEVELOPMENT OFFICER
The Secretary intimated that the Coaching Network Development Officer had started with the Council on a 6 month contract, Debra Martin was based at Council Headquarters and would be responsible for co-ordinating the Sports Coach UK coaching programme, National Governing Body Coaching Courses, the Borders Sports Development Group Scholarship Scheme and the BSDG Website.

SWIMMING
The Secretary intimated that the new Borders Performance Swimming Coach had started with the Council on a 2 year contract, the aim of the role was to dramatically improve the standard of Elite level swimming in the Scottish Borders.

FOOTBALL
The Football programme continued to develop and had rently staged the highly successful Cameron Gunn football festival at Netherdale attended by over 3,000 people, this event was a great success and had attracted a great deal of media interest.  The new football fun 4’s festivals had been staged in every Primary School Cluster area in the Borders and had been a great success.
