PRESENTATION

Debra Martin presented a discussion document to the Committee of the proposed Coach Scholarship Scheme. She outlined how the scheme would work, the levels of coaching to be supported and levels of funding. A number of questions were asked by the Committee and a discussion followed. The proposed scheme was accepted by the Committee subject to clarification of financial details.
