MINUTE OF PREVIOUS MEETING

3. MATTERS ARISING

TREASURERS REPORT

The Treasurer presented an up to date balance sheet. 

A grant which was awarded to Jed Thistle RFC to assist with drainage costs would now not be taken up due to issues with the lease of land. The award of up to £5000.00 would be removed from the commitments in the accounts.

The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for an excellent and concise report.
5.
APPLICATIONS FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
5.1 Kelso Golf Club
£600.00 was awarded to assist with purchase of computer based scoring system. It was noted that two thirds of the cost was to be met by the club through other sources and this had a major bearing on the grant offer.
5.2 Hawick ASC (Swimming)
The Committee agreed to award up to £2250.00 to assist with purchase of Starting blocks. This is subject to BSLT contributing £1000.00 and both swimming clubs in Hawick contributing the remainder of the balance with monies set aside by both clubs on an annual basis to cover maintenance and replacement costs. BSLT will be made aware that this is a “one-off” award and won’t be made to other BSLT managed centres.
5.3 Lucy Younger (Equestrian vaulting)
It was agreed to award up to £1000.00 to assist with costs for training and competition. 
5.4 Katy Nimmo (Equestrian vaulting)
It was agreed to award up to £1000.00 to assist with costs for training and competition.

5.5 Peter Williams (Mountain biking)
£1000.00 was awarded to assist with costs for training and competition.

5.6 Rebecca Waldie (Cricket)
It was agreed to award up to £500.00 to assist with costs for training and competition.

5.7 Hawick & Wilton Cricket Club
The Committee agreed to award up to £3000.00 to assist with costs to upgrade the nets and wickets. This is subject to funding being secured from the other partners and the Secretary confirming how the balance of the total costs will be met.

5.8 Kelso Orchard Tennis Club
It was agreed to award up to £2650.00 to assist with costs to refurbish the courts at the club.

5.9 Jed Thistle RFC
No longer require grant assistance. The treasurer is to alter commitments in the accounts.
