TREASURER’S REPORT
The Treasurer provided a comprehensive financial report, the overall working balance of the Sports Council was recorded as £124.35, expenditure for the period totalled £8,154.60.  It was noted that the Park Life Event was no longer required and the Peebles Community Sports Club grant were to re-apply for funding if required in 2008/2009.  The Treasurer intimated that Grants could be distributed but not paid until the new financial year.  It was noted that the Treasurer had submitted the Sports Council’s projected budget for 2008/2009 to SBC, to date no feedback had been received from Scottish Borders Council due to Max Arthur’s injury.  The Treasurer was thanked for this informative report and continued support.

SPORTS DEVELOPMENT UPDATE
5.1 EASTER SPORTS PROGRAMME
The Secretary intimated the Easter Sports Programme applications totalled 1010 which was a significant increase in the numbers from 2007, the sports on offer include Athletics, Badminton, Cricket, Football, Hockey, Tennis, Multi Activity Club, Trail Cycling and Surfing.  Planning is underway for Summer 2008 and the deadline for information has is the 11th April 2008.

5.2 TARGET SPORTS
The Secretary reported on the progress on a selection of the Target sports.

Cricket
The Cricket Development Group at their Annual General Meeting had appointed a new Chairman and also had agreed that the Group, Cricket Scotland and the Council would draft out a new business plan for Cricket in the Borders.

Swimming

The interviews for the Swimming Coach are scheduled for Thursday 17th April 2008, the job was funded in partnership by Scottish Swimming, Scottish Borders Council, The Border Sport & Leisure Trust and the Swimming Development Group.

Hockey

The Secretary intimated that Graham Stuart had recently left the Hockey Development Officer job due to personal reasons, the interviews for the New Officer were being held on Friday 28th March 2008.

Website Update

The Secretary intimated that the Borders Sports Development Group and the four Sports Council Website project was currently on hold due to a lack of funding within the project, the Borders Sports Development Group are to discuss this at their next meeting.  The Tweeddale site was due to be turned off on the 31st March 2008.

APPLICATIONS FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
6.1 PEEBLES GO-KARTING CLUB
There was submitted an application from Mr A Huddleston of Peebles Go-Karting Club who were seeking assistance with attendance at a series of Go-Karting events at National level at a total cost of £1476.  After discussion it was agreed that the Secretary is to investigate further if the club / team was a school or a community project, if the event is a community event then the application will be resubmitted on a Revenue Grant form.

There was submitted an application from Leithen Rovers Football Club who were seeking assistance with purchasing new equipment at a total cost of £1737.83.  After discussion it was agreed to award Leithen Rovers Amateur Football Club a contribution of £750 towards the costs, it was noted that the club are to be encouraged to join the SFA Community Club initiative.
